GENTEXT/REMARKS/PURPOSE.  THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO NOTIFY

THE MARINE CORPS HOW DMS SERVICES WILL BE PROVIDED FOR NMCI USERS.

2. BACKGROUND.  THIS IS A COORDINATED MESSAGE BETWEEN MCSC DMS 

PROGRAM OFFICE AND MCNOSC DMSCOC. THE DMS PROGRAM OFFICE HAS 

WORKED TOGETHER IN PROVIDING THE BEST SOLUTION IN PROVIDING DMS 

SERVICES WITHIN NMCI TODAY AND IN CONJUNCTION ALIGNING THE 

IMPLEMENTION OF A DMS WEB-BASED PROXY SOLUTION, BY END OF 

CALENDAR YEAR 2004 FOR GARRISON DMS OPERATIONS. THESE 

INITIATIVES ARE CONTINGENT UPON THE COMPLETION OF ACC SLASH LCC 

CONSOLIDATIONS EFFORTS BY END OF CALENDAR YEAR 2004. TO DATE, 

THE MARINE CORPS HAS NOT COMPLETED THE CONSOLIDATION INITIATIVES

SEATS WILL NO LONGER HAVE THE DMS OUTLOOK CLIENT SOFTWARE LOADED ON 

THEIR WORKSTATIONS. ONCE A DESIGNATED CLIN 21 SEAT HAS BEEN CUTOVER 

UNDER NMCI, ALL MESSAGE RELEASING CAPABILITY FOR THAT SEAT WILL BE 

TRANSFERRED TO THE RESPONSIBLE LCC OR ACC.  

B. ORGANIZATIONAL MESSAGE RELEASING AUTHORITY. ORGANIZATIONS WILL 

RETAIN MESSAGE RELEASING AUTHORITY FOR ALL DMS MESSAGES.  

ORGANIZATIONS WILL BE REQUIRED TO COORDINATE WITH THE APPROPRIATE 

LCC OR ACC IN ORDER TO RELEASE DMS MESSAGES FROM TRANSITIONED CLIN 

21 SEATS.

C. ACC SLASH LCC DMS MESSAGE RELEASE CAPABILITY. ALL ACC'S AND 

LCC'S AS DEFINED IN REF B. WILL RELEASE DMS MESSAGES ON BEHALF OF

THE ORGANIZATIONS THAT HAVE CUT OVER SEATS TO NMCI.  THIS PROCESS 

HAS BEEN TERMED AS "ACC SLASH LCC MANUAL PROXY". 

D. DEFENSE MESSAGE DISSEMINATION SYSTEM (DMDS) PROFILERS. SINCE 

DMS MAILBOXES WILL BE LOCATED AT THE ACC OR LCC, DMDS PROFILERS 

MUST BE LOCATED AT THE APPROPRIATE ACC OR LCC AS DEFINED IN REF B 

FOR THOSE DMS USERS WHO HAVE TRANSITIONED INTO NMCI.  IF THE DMDS 

HAS NOT YET BEEN CONSOLIDATED, THE ACC OR LCC WILL CREATE THE 

ORGANIZATIONAL PROFILES FOR THE ORGANIZATION THAT HAS CUTOVER ON 

THE ACC OR LCC DMDS.

4. THESE CHANGES TO DMS SERVICES WITHIN NMCI WILL REMAIN IN PLACE 

UNTIL A WEB BASED SOLUTION HAS BEEN IMPLEMENTED TO SUPPORT DMS 

USERS.
