User Related Enhancements

1. Added additional search criteria on Seat Order Search Screens. The below fields can now be searched upon within the Seat Orders Tab:

a. Seat ID

b. Fiscal Year

c. Service Start Date

d. Service End Date

e. Organization

2. A minimum of one search criteria will be enforced on all search screens. This will decrease the amount of time that is needed to display the search results and return a more manageable group of search results to the user. 

3. Added a Shared Users screen that identifies all users that share a specific seat. After selecting a shared seat, a “Users” link will appear next to the “Add/Share” link. This link will list all users that share that specific seat. 

4. Created an Admin function to allow a User and Seat(s) to be moved from one UIC to another UIC. The user and the seat(s) can be moved to the same UIC at the same time. This functionality is located under the admin tab and is titled “Change User UIC”.

5. Enhanced “Save” capability on Seat Management screen so that when a user adds many seats to an order and clicks “ Save”, the paging will not take the user back to the first page of orders. The user will remain on the page that was just saved. 

Reports 

1. The following reports have been modified and are now fully functional:

a. Detailed Seat Report

b. eMarketplace Summary Report

c. CLIN Summary Report 

d. Shared Seats Report

e. Ad Hoc Report – This report is now generated under a separate database from the NET Production Database.  This database is compartmentalized by claimants/USMC to increase performance for both the NET application and reports.  Currently, data used for these reports is replicated nightly.

Imports

1. Added an optional field to the “Import Option” template which will allow users to import an Option to an Option. Please consult the NET Data Dictionary and NET Import Plan found under the “Import” link on the NET Home page for further explanation.

eMp Interface

1. Orders sent to eMp that are returned for rework are now given the status of “Pending Configuration”. Email notification to users of orders that were returned by eMp has not been implemented yet, but will be developed in a future build.
