NOT BE UPGRADED TO EXCHANGE 2000.  SINCE DMS IS REQUIRED TO SUPPORT

ORGANIZATIONAL E-MAIL, TWO VERSIONS OF EXCHANGE WILL BE REQUIRED.

THE MITNOC, HQMC C4, AND MCSC HAVE AGREED TO ACCEPT A MINOR

MODIFICATION TO DMS MESSAGING RELEASING PROCEDURES TO ALLOW TWO

VERSIONS OF EXCHANGE WITHIN THE SAME USMC AND NMCI INFRASTRUCTURE.
